CLEAN VENUE – MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

General 
No commercial brand may be visible within the venue, the perimeter or surroundings. Every single brand must be covered or removed.
During  the process of removing or covering existing brands, current material and infrastructure must not be damaged and must be returned to its original condition at event close. If any damages are incurred during the signage installation process by the Contractor, they will be repaired by the Venue at a cost to the Contractor.
Where unprinted material is utilised to cover existing branding, a colour which makes the item look as seamless as possible is to be used. If no colour is currently in place, a stock of colour number   is to be used for PVC Vinyl, a stock of one colour name  is to be used  for Core Flute, a stock of a different colour name is to be used for Scrim and a third stock colour for Removable Vinyl is to be utilised. Any colour outside of what is outlined above must gain pre-approval by the LOC.
Where printed material is utilised to cover existing branding or further dress the stadium, the EVENT branding which will be supplied by the LOC must be used.

Outside of what has been outlined within this document, no signage with the Host City Name or composite logo can be utilised.

Directional Signage:

Existing directional signage that is not going be replaced with  directional signage or not applicable must be removed or covered.

All rooms and operational areas that the Host Organisation require to be labelled must contain the Event branding and must be labelled with the respective Event term. 
Quality Control:

All materials used to cover existing branding or used to further dress the stadium must be Vinyl, Removable Vinyl, Scrim or Core Flute. Any material outside the materials stated above must be pre-approved by LOC. All material utilised must withhold its original quality throughout the duration of the event. 

Inspection and maintenance throughout the duration of the event must take place on all materials removed and installed by the Contractor to ensure the original look is maintained throughout the duration of the event.  If any item is not in the condition experienced at event open , it must be returned to its original state by the Contractor within 12 hours. Costs incurred during inspection, maintenance and returning any item to its original state will be covered by the Contractor.
Inspection:

Contractors must carry out a Stock Take and Quality Check of all printed items as well as an inspection of the venue with a VOC member at least 5 days prior to official venue access to ensure all requirements have been met. Any elements that have discrepancies or have been missed at the time of Stock Take and Inspection must be completed within 24 hours. 
The Contractor must be available at time of Host Organisation Inspection which will take place anywhere from 72 hours after official venue access until the time of the first game at the respective venue. Any additional requirements by the Host Organisation must be removed or printed and installed within a 12 hour period. If there is less than 12 hours until the first game, additional requirements must be completed immediately.
Food & Beverage:
Contractors are to supply a full list of Food and Beverage signage requirements with respective measurements to the LOC by 2 months out for artwork development. 

Contractors will be supplied the Food and Beverage artwork in Illustrator or eps format 2 months out.
Storage, Removal and Disposal

Storage of all materials related to the signage and branding installation process are the responsibility of the Contractor.

Any materials installed or removed in relation to the signage and branding installation process must be returned to their original state experienced at point of access by the Contractor within 72 hours of the last day of the event at the venue. 

Removal from the venue premises and disposal of all materials associated with the signage and branding installation programme are the full responsibility of the Contractor. 

Transport and delivery of all materials related to the signage and branding installation process are the responsibility of the Contractor.  If any goods are damaged in the transport or delivery of materials, the contractor must replace these within 12 hours at a cost to the Contractor.
Artwork 
Photos of the main venue areas must be supplied by at least 2 months  so Event so that the  LOC can supply ‘mock ups’ of the signage and branding installation programme to Event for approval.
All Event Branded artwork will be supplied to the Contractor in Illustrator or EPS format.
Printed materials must be printed in the exact design provided by the Artwork Designer. 
ACCESS TIMES (Full access to all areas) – Contractors may be able to gain partial or full access prior to the event start dates (to liaise with Venue Management and Event GM) 
FULL PACK IN  - The contractor must have all signage and branding installation requirements packed in full at least a week before event start. 
PACK OUT – Contractors must complete a full back out by the day after the Event ends
